Sound effects created by where you break the line
1. Longer lines travel faster and allow the poem to flow more quickly

2. Shorter lines slow the poem down

3. Long contrasted with short emphasizes what’s in the short line

4. Words at the end of lines become important to the meaning

5. Verbs at the start of lines create momentum

6. Breaking the line at natural pauses or with punctuation are like stop lights

7. Breaking the line in between pauses or punctuation is like traffic circles
8. More accented syllables at the start of the line create drag--puts on the brakes
9. More accented syllables at the end of the line accelerates the poem--hits the gas
10. Stanza breaks create a long pause
